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Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. said, 
"True peace is not merely the 
absence of tension: it is the presence 
of justice."  Broadway Church has quite 
a presence.! The limestone ediÞce that 
carries the name of Broadway is hard to 
miss.! Still I remember one time I got a 
call from a woman who was wanting 
directions to Broadway.! ÒWhere are 
you,Ó I asked.! ÒAt the Starbucks at the 
corner of College and Fall Creek,Ó she 
replied.! ÒWell,Ó I said, Òstep out of the 
building and turn to your right and look.Ó! 
Yep, there we are.
!
Our building is hard to miss.! Presence 
makes a difference; place makes a 
difference. !After all, we believe in the 
incarnation.! Margaret Pengilly once 
commented, ÒWe know why we are here 
on this corner.Ó! Being on this corner 
makes a difference.!
!
In the Sermon on the Mount, Jesus says, 
ÒYou are the light of the world.! A city 
built on a hill cannot be hid.Ó!!Now I 
know we li ve in Central Indiana here.! 
When the comedian Jon Stewart was here 
a couple of years ago, Conor and I went 
to see him, and he said, ÒIÕm not saying 
itÕs ßat around here, but from the 20th 
ßoor of my hotel -- I could see my house 
in New York City.Ó! But we here at 
Broadway have a tower from which this 
light cannot be hid!! A message from a 
tower will dr aw some attention around 
here.! And we have a tradition of this.! I 
remember a young man named Michael 
Robinson who lived half a block from 
here -- twenty years ago -- telling me that 
he learned the tune of ÒAmazing GraceÓ 
and ÒI Love to Tell the StoryÓ because he 

would hear it playing from our tower 
chimes at noon and 5pm everyday.! What 
if the young people who are our 
neighbors learned that poverty was over 
from us -- that each person, each member 
of their family, each neighbor had much 
to offer?! What if the city ofÞcials could 
see from the light of this tower that the 
poor hear good news and are Þlled to 
overßowing with possibilities to be 
invested in?! What if city ofÞcials could 
see from us that an investment in the 
people who they count as poor is 
inÞnitely more valuable than an 
investment in the 2012 Super Bowl?
!
During the month of July, we will be 
reminded that Presence is one of the 
good gifts of the faith that we have to 
share with one another.! It seems like the 
right place to start.! Just as we start the 
Christian year with preparing for JesusÕ 
birth -- a reminder of GodÕs presence with 
us in the world.  As we think of the value 
of the presence of something like our 
grand building, I cannot help but be 
reminded of PaulÕs words in I Corinthians 
3:16, !ÒDo you not know that you are 
GodÕs temple and that GodÕs Spirit dwells 
in you?Ó
!
The gift of presence is one that each of us 
carries within us.! You can give the gift of 
presence when someone is going through 
a hard time and you drop by with a 
covered dish, or just a knock on the door 
to give someone a hug and a hello.! It is 
the gift of presence that you offer when 
you join someone in the sharing of their 
gift, whether that is in joining someone 
pulling weeds in their garden, buying a 
piece of art someone created, playing 
music with other musicians, or simply 

eating the good cooking of a friend of 
yours.! The gift of presence can be fun!
!
One day last week, a neighbor, Monica, 
stopped by looking for some emergency 
assistance to help her cover some 
overdue bills.! Jeffery talked with her and 
discovered that she loves children and 
young people and immediately 
connected her with Cartwheels, our 
summer activities.! Through that she got 
connected with another neighbor -- Kathy 
of ÒKathyÕs Day CareÓ -- who offered her a 
job.
!
This story reminds us of the ways that 
God is active. Jeffery saw this woman as a 
temple who was not just deÞned by her 
need but by her gifts.! Broadway -- and its 
presence in this place -- is a reminder that 
the gift of presence in each of our lives, 
our homes, our workplaces and our 
communities makes a difference.
!
On Sunday, June 29th we will commence 
six Sundays in a row of celebrating GodÕs 
Good News in the midst of Poverty 
(ÒMaking Poverty HistoryÓ).! It makes a 
difference, our presence in the heart of a 
low-income neighborhood.! It gives us a 
great chance to share with others the light 
of GodÕs abundance and Good News in 
and among the poor.!
!
Share with us -- in e-mail, in hard copy, 
in letters, in stories -- the ways in which 
presence is making a difference.

Why We're On This Corner
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"Ending Poverty" sounds crazy, but 
Jesus announces Good News for the 
poor and says, "Today, the scripture 
has been fulÞlled in your hearing!"  
That was around 2,000 years ago!  
Broadway is pointing out where that 
Good News is and reminding each 
other that in this world, this country, 
this state, this city, and this 
neighborhood we are surrounded by 
that Good News.  As we celebrate it 
and raise it up, it multiplies -- just 
like the loaves and Þshes at the 
feeding of the 5,000!

Have you heard the expression "the 
poor you will alw ays have with you?" 
Well, Jesus said that only once.
Many more times he said -- and 
pointed out -- that he has brought 
Good News to the poor. !The people 
of Broadway's parish bear witness to 
that in our lives -- in our work, in our 
homes, and in our church. !For six 
Sundays, starting June 29th and 
ending with Communion on August 
3rd, Rev. Mike Mather and Dr. 
Rachel Metheny will be preaching a 
series on "Making Poverty History."  
Through the ministry of the people of 
Broadway, we are bearing witness to 
God's abundance where others see 
only poverty. !We will celebrate the 
ways it happens through the life of 
Broadway, and we will w atch the 
abundance multiply!

Six Things You Can Do Today

1. Make a Statement:  Tie a white 
strip of cloth on your wrist, 
your head, your arm -- wear 
a white band to announce the 
end of poverty.  Share the good 
news with others and invite 
them to join the celebration!

Looking for ways to become 

involved with more 
sustainable, local food sources?

5. Have Conversations & Have 
Faith:  Intentionally seek out 
conversations where others 
might not, and don't stop 
there...share what you're 
hearing in those conversations 
with other people, too.

Stewardship all year, not just money in October

All Good Gifts
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On Saturday, May 31, a group of 
Broadway members braved severe 
weather, fallen tree limbs and 
downed power lines to have a 
conversation about stewardship.  
Each came with a different idea of 
what stewardship means Ð some 
didnÕt even know the conversation 
was about stewardship and just came 
because Ellie Gramer asked them to!  

The goal of the Saturday morning 
mini-retreat was to take a fresh look 
at Stewardship at Broadway and 
expand it from only Þnancial 
responsibility to include Gifts of 
Prayers, Gifts of Presence, Financial 
Gifts, Gifts of Service, and Gifts of 
Conversation.

The word ÒstewardshipÓ evolved over 
the last several decades, in part as a 
way for churches to talk about 
money without having to say the 
words ÒmoneyÓ and ÒÞnances.Ó  
Over the years, the United Methodist 
Church adopted the stewardship 
model of Prayers, Presence, Gifts, 
and Service.  That is, when you unite 

with a United Methodist 
congregation, you commit to:

1. Pray for others and the church 
body;

2. Be present at worship, be 
present in the life of the 
church, and be present in the 
lives of other church members;

3. Share your Þnancial gifts and 
other blessings from God 
through the general budget and 
special campaigns like The 
Miracle on 29th Street; and

4. Serve God, serve others, and 
serve the church.

We also decided to add an important 
aspect of stewardship that reßects our 
unique identity at Broadway.  As a 
member of the Broadway family, you 
are also encouraged to commit to: 

5. Share in conversation with 
others and, through the 

connections you discover, 
contribute to our ever-growing 
network of gifts and talents.

Together, we are committed to living 
this Þve-fold approach to 
stewardship.  We are entrusted with 
so many gifts from God, and we 
hope to offer opportunities over the 
next several months to explore what 
these gifts mean to us and how we 
can share them with each other and 
the world.  Each month, weÕll focus 
on a different aspect of Stewardship:

July Ð Gifts of Presence
August Ð Gifts of Conversations
September Ð Gifts of Service
October Ð Financial Gifts
November Ð Gifts of Prayer

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I was approximately 30 when I found 
out that my Dad, then 59, had to have 
prostate surgery. !The topic was still 
"hush-hush" then; I didn't know much 
about what had happened but 
remember being told to get my prostate 
checked starting at age 50. !As the 
years went by, I eventually found out 
they had to do some type of repair on 
my Dad's prostate back then, so I didn't 
really worry about it. !But I did 
remember at age 50 to get that yearly 
exam. !!

Last year, I started having a series of 
prostate infections and then had a very 
high PSA score.  My re-exam three 
months later showed the PSA was even 
higher.  I immediately saw a urologist 
who scheduled a biopsy for the 
following week.  What was interesting 
was that I remember going through this 
with a lot on my mind, but I did 
remember a phone call from my 
brother.  He told me that he had been 
taking Dad to several medical tests, and 
Dad would let us know after the tests if 
there was anything to report.  I must 
not have listened to the conversation 
because I don't remember my brother 
saying anything about prostate tests. ! 
The following week, I had my biopsy 
and would not know the results for a 
few days. !In the meantime, I got a call 
from my Dad who told me he had 
prostate cancer and would be starting a 
regime of hormone shots and radiation 
treatment.  I was very upset with this 
information (my Dad was 84 at the 
time), but he told me the doctor 
informed him he would probably die of 
something other than prostate cancer.

Two days later, my doctor called me 
with the news that I, too, had prostate 
cancer. !I was stunned, worried, 
confused, and a lot of other 
emotions. !After telling my partner, Art, I 
called my Dad and said that we once 
again were sharing something together. 
After telling him, he was of course very 
upset to hear my news. We stay in 
touch several times a week and always 
keep each other up to date.

My journey really began the following 
week when Art and I met with the 
doctor. !He told us what options were 
available from "wait-and-see" to 
hormone shots and radiation and, of 
course, the complete removal of the 
prostate gland. !He recommended that 
based on the biopsy, I should have a 
complete removal. !I was scheduled for 
surgery on Oct 4, 2007.  I remember 
waking up on Oct 6th sometime in the 
afternoon and asking what day it was.  I 
was in extreme pain due to the surgery 
and would stay at the hospital for four 
more days.  Recovery at home was 
slow, but every day was better than the 
previous. !By mid-November, I was 
ready to pretty much resume my normal 
activities. ! The original lab report stated 
that it looked like they had removed all 
of the cancer.  However, the secondary 
lab report came back with a different 
result. !The cancer was so extensive it 
appeared that it had moved into the 
blood system. !I have an 80% chance of 
a recurrence, but I have plenty of faith 
in that 20% Þgure. !I am a Þghter and a 
winner. !

Which brings me to the reason why I 
am participating in the Race Against 
Prostate Cancer on Saturday July 12, 
2008 in their mile w alk. !I have been 

raising money from relatives, friends, 
and anyone who is interested in this 
cause. ! While I have already exceeded 
my fundraising goal, any donations are 
welcome.

That is just one reason I am 
participating in this race -- to raise 
money for research. !The second reason 
is that I have a son who is almost 
28. !His paternal grandfather and his 
father both have prostate cancer. !I 
hope and pray for advances in research 
in prostate cancer so that if and when 
my son has to go through this, perhaps 
the choices will be better and surgery 
options will be less severe. !I pray this 
happens for all males. !My last reason 
for doing this is my blessed 
grandaughter, Kylie.  She turns 2 in July, 
and I want her to have many happy 
times and memories with me. !Having 
children and grandchildren is such a 
precious gift from God.

Finally, !you may not know it, but there 
are quite a few of us that have had or 
have prostate cancer in our 
congregation. !This problem won't go 
away unless there is more research.
We support each other through 
conversation.  There is another issue 
that as of this writing is unresolved. ! 
There really are no effective prostate 
cancer support groups in Indianapolis. 
Believe me, I have looked. !Ideally, I 
would like one of Broadway's outreach 
programs to include a prostate cancer 
support group. !I will keep you posted.

Church Finance Update as of May 31, 2008

BroadwayÕs Finance Committee is committed to providing accurate, timely 
updates about the churchÕs Þnances in the weekly bulletin and monthly Tower 
Chimes newsletter.  You may have already noticed the information in each 
weekÕs bulletin.  This information will continue to be updated monthly and 
included in the bulletin weekly.  Because of publishing deadlines, Þnance 
information available in the TC will be on a slight delay.  For example, because 
the deadline for the July TC is June 15, the Þnance report will be up to date as 
of the end of May.

Starting this year, the Finance Committee has begun tracking the general budget 
in a slightly different way.  Monthly expenses and income have been projected 
based on the months when we expect them to arrive, rather than simply 
dividing the total yearly expenses and income by 12 and considering that to be 
our monthly benchmark.  Because major expenses often occur at different, yet 
predictable, times each year, and because not all pledges are fulÞlled on a 
weekly or even monthly basis, we believe this approach -- which is based on 
our best estimates of when expenses will occur and when income will be 
received -- provides a clear picture of our immediate Þnancial situation. 

The table below reßects budgeted and actual income and expenses as of May 
31, 2008.

BUDGETED ACTUAL
INCOME $203,231.15 $198,881.67
EXPENSE $228,081.45 $209,625.64
DEFICIT ($24,850.30) ($10,743.97)

PROJECTED ACTUAL

We are committed to maintaining a balanced budget for the year.  Based on the 
patterns of expenditures and giving at Broadway (and most other churches), we 
expected income to be less than expenses at this time, with the gap between 
income and expenses being closed toward the end of the year.  As you can see, 
the actual deÞcit is smaller than we projected it would be at this point.

Introducing "The Journey"

The Journey is a spiritual formation 
process to help us see more clearly 
God's abundance and activity in the 
world around us and to Þnd ways to 
bear witness to God's work.  God's 
work includes but is not limited to: 
good news to the poor, freedom for the 
prisoners, recovery of sight to the 
blind, and release for the oppressed 
(Luke 4:18-19).  We believe that God 
has already released those who are 
oppressed, ended poverty, and given 
sight to the blind.  What we need to do 
is to see it and bear witness to it.  The 
Journey is not regimented or controlled 
but led by the Spirit of God.  It is a 
journey in which questions are 
encouraged and stories are told.  The 
central elements are worship, prayer, 
Scripture reading, and ministry in daily 
life.  The Journey is marked by three 
liturgical rites (Rite of Welcome, Rite 
of Baptism/ReafÞrming Baptism, and 
Service of AfÞrmation of Ministry in 
Daily Life).

Everyone -- but especially those who 
want to deepen their faith, be 
baptized, or enter into membership at 
Broadway -- are welcome to join.  The 
Journey consists of one inquiry class, 
six consecutive Sunday evening 
classes, and 2-3 other classes in the 
nine months following the Rite of 
Baptism or Renewal of Baptism.  
Though The Journey is not required for 
membership or baptism, we highly 
recommend it.
